REGULATIONS

FOR ACCEPTING AND DISMISSING OF MEMBERS

OF THE BULGARIAN NATIONAL ASSOCIATION ЕSSENTIAL OILS, PERFUMERY AND COSMETICS

І. GENERAL PRINCIPLES

Article 1. The present regulations regulate the order of accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members. 


Article 2. (1) The members of BNAEOPC can be Bulgarian or foreign juridical and physical persons – tradesmen, registered according to the Trade Law, who are engaged in the manufacture, trade, economics, science and education in the sphere of essential oils and perfume and cosmetics industry.    


(2) The membership in BNAEOPC is voluntary and does not effect the juridical and economical independence of the members.


Article 3. The members of BNAEOPC can be:

1. one-man;


2. collective;


3. beneficent;


4. honorable;


5. associated.

Article 4. The one-man members can be sole traders with an object of activity in the sphere of essential oils, perfume and cosmetics industry who accept the Statute of BNAEOPC, the Regulations for accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members, the Ethical Code of BNAEOPC. 
Article 5. The collective members can be Bulgarian or foreign juridical persons with an object of activity in the sphere of essential oils, perfume and cosmetics industry who accept the Statute of BNAEOPC, the Regulations for accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members, the Ethical Code of BNAEOPC. 

Article
6. The beneficent members can be Bulgarian or foreign physical or juridical persons with considerable contribution to accomplishing the purposes of BNAEOPC. They take part in the General Assembly with a deliberative vote.

Article 7. The honorable members can be juridical or physical persons who have special merit for the development of the essential oils and/or the perfume and cosmetics industry in Bulgaria. They take part in the General Assembly with a deliberative vote. 
Article 8. The associated members can be educational institutions (institutions of higher education or vocational schools) as well as their structures developing activity in the sphere of    the essential oils and/or the perfume and cosmetics industry. They take part in the General Assembly with a deliberative vote. 

ІІ. ACCEPTING AND DISMISSING OF MEMBERS

Article 9. (1) The accepting of BNAEOPC members is done on the ground of written application and declaration addressed to the Board of Directors stating that they are familiar with and accept the Statute of the Association, the Regulations for the accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members, the Ethical Code of BNAEOPC.
(2) The following documents should be attached to the application:

1. a copy of the decision for legal registration of the sole trader or the juridical person;
2. a copy of the certificate for the actual condition of the candidate toward the instant of submitting the application for membership; 

3. a report of the managing body of the association with which a decision for membership in BNAEOPC  is made /it is required when the candidate is a juridical person/;
4. a declaration stating that they produce quality products according to the requirements of the present normative order for quality /it is required from candidates – manufacturers/; 

5. two references by BNAEOPC members;
6. information about registered trade-marks;

7. a copy of the certificate printed by Patent Department of the Republic of Bulgaria for registration of the candidate’s logo as a trade-mark /it is required provided there is such registration/; 

(3) The beneficent and honorable members are accepted with a decision by the Board of Directors according to a suggestion made by BNAEOPC members.

Article 10. (1) The application is considered by the BD at the first session after its receiving.

(2) The decision of the BD is made with a majority of votes of more than 2/3 of all BD members.

(3) The decision can be made either in the presence or in the absence of the candidate and in both cases the decision is reported to the member in written form. 

Article 11. The refusal of the BD can be appealed within a month from the day of the session if the candidate has been present or has been invited, as the accepted order requires, and in all other cases – within a month from the notification but not later than a year from the day of making the decision.
Article 12. The membership in BNAEOPC is discontinued in the following cases:

1. In case of resigning – with unilateral written application of will addressed to the BD, accompanied with the report of the competent body, with which the decision for membership discontinuance is made. The membership is considered to be discontinued when the application of will is submitted;
2. In case of expelling – with a decision by the BD if a BNAEOPC member has committed actions contradicting the Statute or the Ethical Code and lowering the reputation of the association, and whose actions make further membership impossible, as well as if the member has used the name of the Association for political and other purposes incompatible with its aims and purposes;
3. In case of dropping out – according to the decision by the BD after a preliminary notice in the following cases:   

· a delay of three or more months of paying the prescribed by the BD membership dues for the calendar year; the non-payment is noted in the accounting documents of BNAEOPC, 

· and systematic non-participation in the activities of the Association; the non-participation is noted by the BD. 

4. In cases of BNAEOPC discontinuation;
5. In cases of JP discontinuation, respectively the death or placing under judicial disability of a PP.
Article 13. (1) The decisions of the BD for expelling or dropping out the membership are made either in the presence or in the absence of the member to be expelled and in both cases the decisions are reported in written form.

(2) The decisions are made with a qualified majority of 2/3 of all members of the BD.
(3) The decisions  can be appealed before the General Assembly of BNAEOPC within a month from the day of the session when the one who makes the complaint has been present or has been called by rule and in the other cases – within a month from the notification but not later than a year from the day of the session. 

ІІІ. MEMBERSHIP DUES 

Article 14. The membership dues of the sole traders and the collective members are determined annually by the BD of BNAEOPC. The honorable and beneficent members do not pay membership dues. 
ІV. PROPERTY RELATIONS AFTER MEMBERSHIP DISCONTINUATION 
       Article 15. In case of membership discontinuance those members who have discontinued their membership have no right to take back the already paid membership dues.


V. FINAL ORDERS
      Article 16. The present Regulations are accepted by the BD on 28 November 2002 on the grounds of Article 40 Section 15 of the Statute of BNAEOPC and cancel the Regulations for accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members, accepted by the BD on 23 June 1999. 


      Article 17. The members accepted under the operation of the Regulations for accepting and dismissing of BNAEOPC members of 23 June 1999 should submit a copy of the documents required in accordance with Article 9 Paragraph 1 and 2, within 6 months from the date of accepting the present Regulations.
