STATUTE
of the Non-economic Association
Bulgarian National Association Essential Oils, Perfumery and Cosmetics

(BNAEOPC)

І. GENERAL PRINCIPLES.


Article 1. Bulgarian National Association Essential Oils, Perfumery and Cosmetics (BNAEOPC) is an association with a private benefit according to the meaning of the Law for Juridical Persons with Non-economic Purpose whose members could be juridical and physical persons registered according to the Trade Law and engaged in the manufacture, trade, science and education in the sphere of essential oils and perfume and cosmetics industry in the Republic of Bulgaria.  

Article 2. BNAEOPC develops and functions on the grounds of autonomy, democracy, mandate, delegate foundation and self-funding.

           Article 3.  BNAEOPC   has its own stamp and logo with a seat and address of management in the city of Plovdiv, 93 Maritsa Blvd. 
            Article 4.  BNAEOPC realizes its activity on the grounds of the operative state legislation, its Statute, Ethical Code and the decisions of its governing bodies taken within their powers. 
Article 5. The existence of BNAEOPC is not limited within a definite period of time.

ІІ. PURPOSES, TASKS, WAYS AND MEANS.

Article 6. BNAEOPC main purpose is to unite and support its members’ efforts to protect their creative and professional interests and elevate their social prestige as a collective participant in the development of the essential oils and perfume and cosmetics industry in the Republic of Bulgaria.

Article 7. The main tasks of BNAEOPC are:

1. The achievement of unity, solidarity and professional communication among the members of the association;

2. Meticulous spotting of the branch problems and their motivated defence before the national and international institutions;
3. Participation in the formulation and realization of scientific and technological, ecological, economical, educational policy of the national institutions and non-economic organizations;  
4. Research of the macro-economic environment and assistance in the formation of its members’ business strategy; 
5. Creating conditions for adoption of international quality standards and EU directives in Bulgaria;
6. Assistance in the business development in this branch through its own projects, ideas, offers, working-outs and consultations;

7. Assistance in the establishing and developing of business contacts and partnership between firms and organizations in the country and abroad; 

8. Stimulating the development and qualification of the professionals in the branch and assistance in building up their reputation.

9. Preparing certificates for the branch professionals and asserting their rights to work according to their education and qualification;

10. Research and popularization of the Bulgarian and foreign experience in the sphere of essential oils and perfume and cosmetics industry;

11. Assistance in the exchange of scientific and technological, economical and trade information in the sphere of essential oils, perfumery and cosmetics.


     Article 8. The ways and means to achieve the aims and accomplish the tasks are:
1. Declaring and defending standpoints in the working-out of normative acts concerning the branch; 

2. Formulating and supporting a register of the legally certified business figures in this branch;

3. Formulating the Ethical code and electing Ethics Commission for observing the ethics and the rules of loyal market conduct in the branch;

4. Researching, formulating and solving specific tasks, consultations, public estimation and expertise of projects, programs and alternative working-outs of its own; 

5. Co-operation with organizations in the country and abroad such as The International Federation of Societies of Cosmetic Chemists (IFSCC), The International Federation of Essential Oils and Aroma Traders (IFEAT), The European Cosmetic, Toiletry and Perfumery Association (COLIPA), The European Federation of Essential Oils (EFEO) in order to create conditions for more active international contacts on the part of its members. 
6. Preparing and supporting a national informational system and data base for the branch;
7. Annually organizing of a top chart of the firms and giving awards for high technological achievements;
8. BNAEOPC can be authorized by its members to protect their interests before certain bodies and organizations in the country and abroad (to hold negotiations and do other activities in accordance with its aims, including the protection from illegal activities);
9. Assistance in settling arising arguments in the branch without bringing the matter to the court or arbitration; 

10. Attracting well-known Bulgarian and international professionals in the respective sphere.
Article 9. In order to accomplish its aims BNAEOPC can do the following business activities according to Article 3, paragraph 3 from the Law for Juridical Persons with Non-economic Purpose:
1. Performing consulting services and formulating and protecting of business-projects;

2. Creating independent branch laboratory with operative European system for quality control;

3. Organizing training for the governing staff and professionals in all matters concerning the branch; 

4. Organizing and participating in scientific and technological congresses, symposia, conferences, round tables, discussions, meetings, exhibitions, promotions, educational and other enterprises with regional, national and international participation; 

5. Carrying out active publishing activity for the purpose of informing the members of the legislation, scientific achievements and market dynamics in the EU and worldwide. 
ІІІ. MEMBERSHIP. BEGINNING. TERMINATION.

Article 10. The membership in BNAEOPC is voluntary.

Article 11. BNAEOPC members can be those persons who fulfill all conditions of Article 1 from the Statute and are ready to observe the Statute, the Regulations for Accepting and Dismissing of Members, the Ethical Code and other acts of the governing bodies of the association taken within their powers. 
Article 12. The membership relations rise in the following cases:

1. accepting;

2. fusion and infusion.

Article 13. Paragraph 1. The accepting of new members is done only by a candidate’s written application accompanied by a written declaration saying that they accept the Statute of BNAEOPC, the Regulations for Accepting and Dismissing of Members, the Ethical Code and other acts of the governing bodies of the association taken within their powers.

Paragraph 2. The candidate also submits two references by two of BNAEOPC members; 

Paragraph 3. The BD expresses its opinion on the application at the first session after its receiving.
Article 14. The refusal of the BD can be appealed before the GA of BNAEOPC.
Article 15. The membership is discontinued:

1. In case of leaving – with a preliminary one-month notification addressed to the BD;

2. In case of discontinuing the JP, respectively with the death or placement under judicial disability of the PP;

3. In case of expelling;

4. In case of dropping out due to non-paying of the property payments and consistent non-participation in the activity of BNAEOPC;

5. In case of discontinuing the activity of BNAEOPC.

Article 16.  According to the decision of the BD, a member can be expelled in the following cases:

1. when one has committed actions lowering the reputation of BNAEOPC;
2. when one has committed actions contradicting the Statute, the Ethical Code and the other acts of the governing bodies of the association taken within their powers;

3. when one has used the name of BNAEOPC for political and other purposes contradicting its aims and tasks.


Article 17. Paragraph 1. The decision for expelling can be appealed before the GA.
Paragraph 2. GA takes its decisions with the usual majority of those present. 

Article 18. The members who have discontinued their membership have no right to take back the already paid property payments. 
ІV. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS.

Article 19. Every member has the right:

1. to elect and to be elected in all governing bodies of BNAEOPC;
2. to have protection in their professional and creative activity;
3. to  make use of the property and the results of the activity of BNAEOPC;
4. to enjoy the privileges of participation in all activities and enterprises organized by BNAEOPC.
5. To make use of informational and other materials and consultations on questions of their interest. 

6. to be aware of the decisions taken by the governing bodies of BNAEOPC and  of their fulfillment;
7. to receive cooperation from BNAEOPC in organising scientific and technological enterprises;  

8. to be present at the sessions of BD and CC whenever questions of their interest are considered.

Article 20. Every member is obliged:

1. to observe the Statute of BNAEOPC, the Regulations for Accepting and Dismissing of Members and the Ethical Code and to fulfill the decisions of the governing bodies of the association, taken within of their powers; 
2. to actively take part in BNAEOPC activities;
3. to regularly deposit property payments;
4. to be responsible within the size of the property payments for the obligations of BNAEOPC. 


Article 21. The size of the property payments is determined by the Board of Directors.

V. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AND MANAGEMENT
Article 22.  BNAEOPC Management Body consists of:

1. General Assembly (GA);
2. Board of Directors (BD);

3. Chairperson of the Board of Directors;

4. Executive Director;

5. Control Committee (CC);
Article 23. The General Assembly is BNAEOPC supreme body and includes all its members.

Article 24. A juridical person, who is a member of BNAEOPC, has its own representative in GA.


Article 25. One person can represent not more than three GA members in virtue of an explicit written letter of attorney.


Article 26. Re-authorization is not possible. 
Article 27. Powers of the General Assembly:

1. Amends and adds to the Statute;

2. Elects and dismisses BD and CC;

3. Decides on the disposition with BNAEOPC property when it is more than 2/3 of the total property;

4. Decides on the reformation or termination of BNAEOPC, on its liquidation and indicates BD or a person chosen by them as a liquidator;

5. Along with the decision of termination, GA decides on the distribution of the property left after the satisfaction of the creditors after the liquidation;
6. Lays down the general strategy and trends of BNAEOPC;

7. Accepts the annual reports of BD and CC;
8. Accepts the annual budget of BNAEOPC;

9. Cancels those decisions of the other bodies of BNAEOPC, which are not in compliance with the Law, the Statute or other internal acts regulating its activities. 
Article 28. The General Assembly is summoned at least once a year by the BD with a written invitation, which contains the agenda, the time and place, and the persons on whose initiative it is to be carried out. If an extraordinary session is to be summoned, the initiative of at least 1/3 of BNAEOPC members is necessary. 
Article 29. The invitation to GA should be published in The Official Gazette and placed on the announcement board of the building in which the association management is situated, at least one month beforehand. 
Article 30. If BD decides, the invitation could be sent to each of the members.
Article 31. The General Assembly is considered legal only if more than half of the members are present. If there is not the necessary quorum, the session is delayed by one hour, then it can be carried out at the same place and the same agenda, without respect to the number of members present. 

Article 32. The General Assembly is chaired by the Chairperson of the Board of Directors, and, in his absence, by another member of BD.
Article 33. Paragraph 1. The decisions of the GA are accepted with the usual majority of those present.
Paragraph 2. If amending and adding to the Statute, and terminating or reforming BNAEOPC, the qualified majority of 2/3 of those present is required.  

Article 34. Decisions on issues, which are not included in the agenda, could not be taken.
Article 35. Every member of the GA of BNAEOPC has the right of one vote. 

Article 36. GA members have not the right to vote in cases concerning:
1. them, their spouses or relatives in direct line of descent – without restriction, or the lateral branch of their families – to the fourth degree inclusive, or relations by marriage – to the second degree inclusive;

2. a juridical person, in which they are managers or could impose or impede a decision. 

Article 37. All decisions of the GA are recorded, signed by the chairperson of the session and the recorder, and kept in BNAEOPC archives.
Article 38. The Board of Directors consists of:

1. a chairperson;

2. three vice-chairpersons;

3. an executive director;

4. not more than twenty members.
Article 39. The Board of Directors is elected by GA for three years time from a suggested list of candidates.  The members of BD could be re-elected. 
Article 40. At its first session BD should elect a chairperson, three vice-chairpersons and an executive director out of its members.

Article 41. Powers of the Board of Directors:

1. Organizes the order and activities of BNAEOPC and is responsible for this;

2. Represents BNAEOPC as well as defines the extent of the representative power of its separate members;
3. Accepts, dismisses and expels BNAEOPC members;
4. Decides on summoning GA, sets the agenda, time and place of its carrying out.
5. Organizes and develops the materials to be considered by the GA;
6. Prepares the annual report and the current plans of BNAEOPC;

7. Decides on the acquisition and disposition with BNAEOPC property up to 2/3 of the total property;

8. Founds subsidiary bodies and organizes provisional teams and groups for developing certain issues, if necessary;

9. Contacts and regulates BNAEOPC relationships with other national, foreign and international organizations;

10. Prepares and puts forward to GA a plan of the annual budget; 
11. Decides on the remuneration of BD chairperson and honorary chairperson and BNAEOPC executive director in accordance with the annual budget accepted by the GA. 
12. Decides on the amount due of the property payments;

13. Establishes target funds;

14. Decides on the membership and termination of membership in other associations;
15. Prepares regulations for accepting and dismissing of members;

16. Develops rules for the professional ethics of the members of the association;

17. Determines a liquidator.
18. Decides on all questions, which by law or according to the statute are not in the powers of some other body.

Article 42. The sessions of the Board of Directors are summoned by the chairperson who has to convoke a session of BD at the written request of 1/3 of its members. If the chairperson does not convoke a session of BD within a week’s time, it could be summoned by any of the interested members. The sessions are chaired by the chairperson. In case the chairperson is absent the session is chaired by one of the vice chairpersons of BD.

Article 43. The BD can make decisions if more than half of its members are present at the session.

Article 44. The decisions of the BD are accepted with the majority of those present and according to Article 41, sections 1, 3, 7 and 17 with the majority of all members.
Article 45. The Board of Directors can make a decision without holding a session in case all members of the Board of Directors sign the record about the decision made with no remarks and objections.


Article 46. All decisions of the BD are recorded, signed by the chairperson of the session and the recorder, and kept in BNAEOPC archives.

Article 47. Powers of the chairperson of BD:

1. Represents BNAEOPC before the state bodies, social organizations and other physical and juridical persons in our country and abroad together and separately with BNAEOPC executive director;

2. Convokes the sessions of BD and chairs them;

3. Immediately reports to BD on important circumstances concerning BNAEOPC activity;

4. Reports on BNAEOPC activity to the BD of BNAEOPC;

5. Presents the annual project of BNAEOPC budget to BD;
6. Presents the annual report of the BD of BNAEOPC to the GA.
Article 48. Paragraph 1. The chairperson of BD is dismissed in accordance with a decision of BD before the expiration of the mandate: 

1. at their request;
2. if they are under sentence for committing an aforethought crime;

3. in case it is impossible for them to permanently discharge their duties for more than six months;
4. in case they are under full or limited judicial disability;
5. in case they do not consistently comply with the Statute and the decisions of the association’s managing bodies taken within their powers;  

Paragraph 2. The procedure under paragraph 1, items 2, 3, 4 and 5 is initiated at the request of 1/5 of BD members.
Paragraph 3. The new chairperson of the BD is elected in the way and for the period in which the dismissed one has been elected.
Article 49. The vice-chairpersons substitute for the chairperson in case the latter is prevented from doing their duties. 

Article 50. The Executive Director of BNAEOPC is elected at the first session of the BD from among its members for the period of three years. 
Article 51. Powers of the executive director:

1. Represents BNAEOPC before the state bodies, social organizations and other physical and juridical persons in our country and abroad together and separately with the chairperson of the BD of BNAEOPC;

2. Executes BNAEOPC operative current management and organizes the realization of the decisions taken by BNAEOPC BD and GA;
3. Предлага на УС проекти за работни програми на БНАЕМПК въз основа на целите й;

4. Puts forward a project of the organizational structure and staff schedule in BNAEOPC, which should be endorsed by BD;
5. Appoints and dismisses BNAEOPC employees and determines the internal rules of their work. 
6. Signs the payment documents of expending BNAEOPC funds in compliance with the decisions of BNAEOPC BD and GA. 
7. Submits to the BD the applications for membership in BNAEOPC.
Article 52. Paragraph 1. For special merit and contribution to BNAEOPC development the BD can choose an Honorary Chairperson of BD. 
Paragraph 2. The Honorary Chairperson of BD is a BD member. 


Article 53. The members of the CC take part in the sessions of BD with a deliberative vote.

Article 54. The Control Committee consists of not more than five members and elects a chairperson at its first session.


Article 55. Powers of CC:

1. Checks up the realization of the decisions taken by GA;

2. Monitors the proper using of BNAEOPC funds and property;

3. Gives conclusions on the annual report and the budget project;
4. Appoints financial inspections and experts;

5. Follows for the observation of the present Statute;

6. In case the General Assembly decides, the CC could do other duties as well. 
Article 56. The chairperson of CC organizes its activities and submits the annual report of CC to GA.


Article 57. The members of the Control Committee are elected by GA for the period of three years. 
VІ. FUNDS AND PROPERTY.


Article 58. BNAEOPC raises funds in levs and foreign currency from:

1. Property payments;
2. Scientific and creative work; 
3. Relief funds, donations, testaments, sponsorship;

4. Interests and dividends;

5. Giving the freedom of necessary equipment;

6. Doing business activities in accordance with Article 9 from the present Statute.
Article 59. BNAEOPC can own and control movable and immovable property necessary for performing its activities.

Article 60. All earnings, regardless of their character and origin, are included into BNAEOPC property and are used for the achievement of its goals.

Article 61. BNAEOPC cannot allocate earnings among its members.
VІІ. REFORMATION AND TERMINATION.

Article 62. The decisions about the reformation and termination of BNAEOPC are made by GA with the majority of 2/3 of the members present.
VІІІ. LIQUIDATION.


Article 63. In case of BNAEOPC termination according to a GA decision, the liquidation is carried out by BD or a person, appointed by BD.

 Article 64. Concerning the way of liquidation and the powers of the liquidators, the orders of the Commercial Law are enforced. 
ІX. PROPERTY AFTER LIQUIDATION.


Article 65. The distribution of the property left after the satisfaction of the creditors is done according to a GA decision in accordance with Article 27 item 5 of the Statute.

Article 66. The funds necessary for the liquidation, including the consideration of the liquidator, are determined by BD. 
X. FINAL ORDERS.


Article 67. Concerning the issues not considered in this Statute, the Law of the Non-economic Purpose Juridical Persons should be enforced, or they should be regulated in accordance with regulations and decisions taken by the BD of BNAEOPC. 

This Statute is accepted by the GA of BNAEOPC, which took place on 6 July 2005 (Wednesday) at 11.00 a.m. in the city of Plovdiv, International Fair – Congress Center, “Plovdiv” hall, and has been signed by the members. 
There follow the signatures of all members of the General Assembly.
